Summer 2008 Open House 
 
July 25, 2008 Meeting Overview 
The July 25, 2008 Open House is the second of three input forums for the Cherry Creek North Capital 

Improvements Project.  The objective of the July open house is to share the conceptual plan, a recent 

focus of both the Capital Improvements Committee and Project Advisory Group since May 2008.  The 

discussion and consideration among these committees (as they reviewed conceptual plans) were 

fundamental to the development of the concept presented. 

Plans shared during the July 25 meeting are still conceptual in nature.  All information detailed in these 

plans may not depict actual types, locations or details for improvements.  The open house format provides 

constituents an opportunity to consider the concepts and talk through the ideas with the design and 

project management teams. 

 

Project Status and Timeline 

In addition to the combined efforts of the Capital Improvements Committee, Project Advisory Group,  and 

the Cherry Creek North Business Improvement District, a team of professional design experts have been 

working on the process.  Nolte Associates continues to keep the project on time in partnership with the 

team at Design Workshop—both are responsible for the initial research phase that prefaced the 

conceptual plans. 

 

The design team originally identified a 12-month timeframe for taking the project from initiation through 

conceptual plan to preliminary and final design.  The anticipated timing for approved construction drawings 

is spring 2009.  The duration of construction largely depends on the nature of the final improvements 

planned and the sequencing of construction.

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Project Advisory Group (PAG)

communication plan to provide regular updates during the planning, research and conceptual phases of the program.  

Constituents have received regular updates on project work in the Cherry Creek North BID News (a bi-weekly e-mail 

newsletter) and as well as verbal updates at the Outreach Communication meetings (third Friday of each month).  The 

Capital improvements website is updated regularly with meeting minutes and information designed to keep constituents 

involved in the process.
